In accordance vath the Orgaric Act on AntiComuption BE. boaa, Section abd, paragrach
one, it is mandated that any state official is prohibited from accepting property or any other benefit
that may be equated to maney from anyone, except for assets o benefits that are legitimate under
taws, rukes, or regulations. This i unless acoepting property or other benefits is in accordance with
morality. as prescribed by the critesia and amount determined by the NACC and the Code of Ethics of
Police Officers, Eoiom, Article sfs) This includes performing legal duties and adhering o the
regulations of the Royal Thai Police with transparency, not displaying behavior that imglies
exploitation, being responsible for human rights duties, being prepared o be audited and liable.
having a good conscience considering sociely, and according to Article k{e), prioitizing the public
interest over personal benedit, having a public mind. cooperating. and sacificing for the benefit of the
public. This aligns with » national reform plan for the prevention and suppression of comuption and
misconduct (Revised version) that outlines important reform actities. Actiily « Develop the Thai
bureaucracy 1o be transparent and incomuptidke. Goal o, item m.s states that all sovernment agencies
shall declare that all government officisls do not accept gfts and gratuities of any kind fram
perioming duties (No Gt Policy)

Therefore, to grevent conflicts of interest between one's oan interests and the public
interest (Conflict of Interest), and to avoid accepting bribes, gfts, tokens, or any other benefits that
sffect the performance of duties, the Khunthalay Police Station has established suidelines for anti-
beibery (Anti-Sribery Policy) with the follawing details:

Objectives:
@ To prevent or reduce the opportunity for receiving bribes and conflicts of interest in various
farms for pelice officers under the Khunthalay Police Station.
k. To promote a conscience among police officers under the Khunthalay Folice Station in
refusing to accept sits and all kinds of favors in the performance of duties.
@ To ceate an ethical and transparent organizationak culture (Organization of Integrity) for the
sovemment system to be strang and sustainable.
« To establish measures, gudelines, and mechanisms fo prevent ging/receiving bibes ar any
other benefits.
To set guidelines for recehing entestainment fees or gfts from exscutives and police officers
under the jurisdiction of the Knunthalay Polics Station te comely with relevant laws and
regulations.

Seope of Application:
Applicable o all police officers under the jurisdiction of Khunthalay Police Station.

Definitions:

Bribe: Property or other benefits given o a persan in order for that person to act or omit to
do anything in their position, whether it is legal or dlegal, acoording to the person who paid
the bribe's wishes, inclucding receiving gifts, facilitation fees. a symbol of goodwil. accepting
donations, adopting, and similar benefits, When there is an offer, giving or receiving that can
reasonably be considered a bribe, and includes ghing of receiving afterward.
Gifts, presents, or any other benefits that affect the performance of duties: Money,
[ropesty, services, or any other benefits that have value and include tips which sovemment
fficials receive in addition to salary, income. govermment benefts in nomal cases, and affect
decisions, approvals, permits, o any other act in the performance of dulies in a manner that
benedits the giver of the gift in a cishanest way, either in the past, at the time of receipt, or in
the future.
Property: Property and intangible objects that may have a price and may be held, such as
money, houses, cars, stocks.
Receiving property or any other benefits in an ethical manner: Receiving property or any
other berefits from relatives or people given on various occasions usually according to
tradition or culture or given according 1o etiquette practiced in society.
Relatives: Parents, descendants, brothers and sisters. or sharing the same father o mother,
uncle, aunt. spouse, ascendant or descendant of the spouse, adopled child, or adogptes.
Other benefits: Things of value, inclucding price reductions, receiving entertainment, receiving
services, receiing trairing. o anything else of the same nature.
Performing duties: The actions or performance of dulies of a sovemment officiel in the
appointed position or has been assigned to perform any duties or o act instead of somecne
in certain duties, both general and specific dulies a5 a police officer are prescribed by Law,
powers and duties, of acts in accordance with the powers and duies specified by law to be
the powers and duties of the police.
Commander: A person who has the authority to command, supenise, moritor, and inspect
police officers under his comemand.
Subordinate: Subrdinate police officers at Khunthalsy Police Station. all officers, in addition
